nomic Transformation Conference, 
and consistently ranking as a Top 
10/Top 25 Minority Business by the 
Phoenix Business Journal and Repub-
lic Media for over a decade. 
    As refugees, my family grew up in 
a very modest 1,100-square-foot 
home where I shared a bedroom with 
all my siblings. Despite the hardships, 
my parents emphasized education 
and hard work. It is no coincidence 
that today my brothers are neurosur-
geons, cardiothoracic surgeons, and 
MBAs, while my sisters are neurosci-
entists and HR professionals. 
 
TP: Could you share a bit about 
your own family and your personal 
interests? 
    Huyen Tran: My husband, Glenn, 
and I have a wonderful family with 
two sons. We are passionate support-
ers of the arts and have been VIP 
members of ASU Gammage since 
2001. We also support various Ari-
zona charities, such as the Hon-
orHealth Foundation, ChildHelp, and 
the Phoenix Art Museum. We love 
traveling the world. 
    Personally, I prioritize physical 
and mental wellness. Because I love 
food, I balance it with daily weight 
training and dance.
